JOHOR BARU: Police have arrested four men who are believed to have been using Facebook to sell stolen motorcycles and spare parts.

Johor police chief Datuk Mokhtar Shariff said a 25-year-old mechanic and three men, aged between 22 and 25, were detained by the Kluang police following a tip-off.

They were arrested on Oct 3 when police raided a house in Taman Murni, Kluang.

Mokhtar said the suspects had sold 10 motorcycles worth RM63,000. Police have yet to recover the stolen machines.

Investigations revealed that the motorcycles might have been sold to customers through the "Man LC" Facebook account, which is no longer operational.

"Customers will bank in the money and the items will be sent through a courier service," Mokhtar said at the state police contingent headquarters yesterday.

He said police also seized several motorcycle parts, including frames, seats, exhaust pipes and engines.

There were also Autopass cards used for foreign-registered vehicles in Singapore.

Mokhtar said the police were working towards recovering the stolen motorcycles and parts.

"With these arrests, the police are believed to have solved nine cases of stolen motorcycles in Kluang since February."

One of those arrested has a criminal record.
