Mum saves sleeping teen from fire

KOTA KINABALU : Friday – If it wasn’t for her mother, a teenager would have probably lost her life when she dozed off after lighting a candle at their wooden house.


Julia A., 19, was listening to music on her handphone when she fell asleep in a room on the upper floor of the two-storey house in Kampung Lok Urai on Pulau Gaya about 15 minutes by speedboat from here.


“I had lit a candle and placed it outside my room but I forgot all about it and fell asleep. The next thing I knew, my mother rushed in and woke me up, saying our house was on fire. It must have started from the candle. If it wasn’t for her, I would have lost my life, “ Julia said.


Her mother, Siti Elman, 41, was sleeping on the ground floor with her six other children when the smell of smoke woke her up. 


“The upper  floor was on fire and I rushed to wake my daughter up. We ran to safety along with my other children. We were unable to save anything because the fire spread so quickly, “ she said, adding that her husband was working when the fire started about 1.30 a.m. yesterday.


The fire also spread to 39 other wooden houses at the water village. Villagers tried to put out the fire but it spread too fast.
Sample answer 

The news report was about a fire. The fire happened on Thursday  in Kampung Lok Urai on Pulau Gaya. Julia was listening to music on her handphone when she fell asleep. The fire started from a lit candle placed outside her room. Her mother alerted her about the fire. They were unable to save anything because the fire spread too quickly.40 houses were destroyed in the fire. 
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
